2. THE PLANT LIST IS INTENDED AS A GUIDE FOR
THE CONTRACTOR.  IN THE EVENT OF
DISCREPANCY BETWEEN THE NUMBER OF
PLANTS ON THE PLANT LIST AND ON THE
DRAWING, THE GREATER NUMBER SHALL
APPLY.

3. ADJUSTMENTS IN LOCATIONS OF PLANT
MATERIALS MAY BE NECESSARY DUE TO NEW
OR EXISTING UTILITIES OR SITE
OBSTRUCTIONS.  REVIEW WITH LANDSCAPE
ARCHITECT BEFORE ADJUSTMENTS ARE MADE.

4. ALL SHRUBS OCCURRING IN CONTINUOUS
ROW OR FORMAL ARRANGEMENT SHALL HAVE
UNIFORM HEIGHT, SPREAD AND HABIT OF
GROWTH. FOR GROUNDCOVER LOCATIONS,
FILL AREA WITH QUANTITY OF PLANTS
DESIGNATED; EVENLY SPACED.

5. PLANTING BEDS SHALL HAVE TWO-INCHES OF
PLANTING MIX TILLED INTO THE TOP
SIX-INCHES OF BED, PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.

6. PLANTING MIX WILL BE 60% TOPSOIL, 10%
PEAT, 10% COMPOST, AND 10% SAND, AND 10%
VERMICULITE.

7. MULCH TREES WITH 3-4" DEPTH
CHOCOLATE-BROWN DYED,
DOUBLE-SHREDDED WOOD MULCH AS NOTED
ON PLAN AND PER  DETAILS. MULCH SHALL BE
HELD BACK A MINIMUM OF 2-INCHES FROM THE
PLANT CROWN.

8. ALL PLANTING BEDS WITH STONE MULCH TO
BE COVERED WITH CONTINUOUS LAYER OF
NON-WOVEN GEOTEXTILE (TYP. TYPAR
LANDSCAPE FABLIC) WITH EDGES
OVERLAPPING A MINIMUM OF 4 INCHES. STONE
MULCH TO BE 2-3" LAYER OF 3/4" TRAP STONE
(DARK GRAY), TYP. DRESSER TRAP ROCK INC.

9. INSTALL NEW LAWN AREAS AND REPAIR
DAMAGED TURF BEDS USING REINDERS
"DELUXE 50 SEED MIX" OR EQUIVALENT.
PREPARE TURF AREAS BY TILLING TOP 4" OF
SOIL, RAKING AND FINAL GRADING THE
SURFACE, REMOVING ALL ROCKS,
CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS, AND SOD CLUMP
LARGER THAT 1 INCH.  INSTALL AT A RATE PER
MANUFACTURER.

10. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN ALL
PLANTS, BEDS, AND LAWN FOR A 30 DAY
PERIOD AFTER ACCEPTANCE OF THE WORK BY
THE ARCHITECT. THIS INCLUDES REGULAR
WATERING, WEEDING AND MOWING.

11. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL GUARANTEE ALL
PLANT MATERIALS FOR ONE-YEAR FROM DATE
OF ACCEPTANCE.  BEFORE END OF WARRANTY
PERIOD CONTRACTOR SHALL REPLACE ALL
TREES, SHRUBS OR  PLANTINGS NOT ALIVE OR
IN A HEALTHY GROWING CONDITION.  RAKE
AND RESEED ALL LAWN AREAS WHERE
GREATER THAN 1 CF OF SURFACE AREA HAS
NOT GERMINATED.

1. PLANTING HOLE SHALL BE A MINIMUM OF TWO TIMES THE DIAMETER OF THE ROOT BALL, AND EQUAL
TO THE DEPTH OF THE ROOT BALL.

2. EXCAVATED SOIL FROM PLANTING HOLE SHALL BE BLENDED WITH PLANTING SOIL MIX AT A RATE OF
ONE (1) PART PLANTING SOIL TO TWO (2) PARTS EXCAVATED SOIL.

3. PLANT SO THAT THE ROOT COLLAR WILL BE 1" TO 2" ABOVE EXISTING GRADE.
4. IF PLANTS ARE BALLED AND BURLAP, PLACE PLANT IN HOLE, REMOVE THE STEEL BASKET, CUT AND

REMOVE ANY BALLING TWINE, AND PEEL BACK THE TOP TWO THIRDS OF BURLAP SO NONE IS
EXPOSED ABOVE GRADE.  ENSURE THAT THE PLANT CROWN IS INSTALLED AT THE FINAL GRADE
LEVEL.

5. IF PLANT IS POTTED, REMOVE IT FROM THE POT, SCARIFY ANY CIRCLING ROOTS, AND PLACE PLANT
INTO HOLE.  IN THE EVENT A PLANT IS ROOT BOUND, USE THE BUTTERFLY TECHNIQUE TO OPEN UP
THE BALL AND STRAIGHTEN ANY REMAINING CIRCLING ROOTS

6. BACKFILL HOLE WITH PREPARED SOIL, AND MOUND SOIL 2" TO 3" HIGH IN A RING AT THE PERIMETER
OF THE EXCAVATED HOLE.  WATER AND SMOOTH RING PRIOR TO MULCHING.

7. MULCH WITH 3" OF SHREDDED HARDWOOD MULCH
8. IF STAKING IS REQUIRED FOR TREES TWO STAKES SHALL BE USED ONE ON THE PREVAILING WIND

SIDE OF THE TREE, AND THE OTHER STAKE ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE.  STAKES SHALL BE FASTENED TO
THE TREE USING 1-1/2" NYLON STRAPPING.

9. ALL PERENNIALS SHALL BE DEADHEADED PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.
10. ANY DEAD OR BROKEN BRANCHES SHALL BE REMOVED FROM THE PLANTS BEFORE ACCEPTANCE.
11. PLANTS THAT DO NOT MEET THE MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS OF THE "AMERICAN STANDARD OF

NURSERY STOCK" SHALL BE REJECTED AND REPLACEMENT SCHEDULED WITHIN 30 DAYS OF FAILING

12. ALL PLANTS ARE TO BE TRUE TO GENUS, SPECIES, AND CULTIVAR.  IN THE EVENT THAT A
