102036900 and 102038800, from the Local Commercial District to the Single-Family Residential District.  11 

The parcels are located at 2607 W. Highway Drive and 2606 W. Heather Avenue in the Town of Grand 12 

Chute, Outagamie County, WI, as depicted on the attached review and map, which by reference are made 13 

a part hereof, and  14

Background: 
A Town Rezoning request was received from the Town of Grand Chute, as depicted on the 
attached Rezoning Map. The proposal would rezone parcels 102036900 (0.20 acres) and 
102038800 (0.20 acres) from the Local Commercial District to the Single-Family Residential 
District. Rezoning these lots would allow for the development of two single-family homes (one 
home on each lot). More information is in the attached Town of Grand Chute staff memo. 
The Town of Grand Chute exercises village powers and adopted General Town Zoning. The 
Town of Grand Chute is required to find this rezoning consistent with its Comprehensive Plan. 
They have identified the rezoning to be consistent with its Plan, which designates this area as 
“Suburban.”  

The Town Board voted to approve the rezoning request on September 5, 2023.  

Staff Recommendation: 
Based on County planning staff’s review of this proposed Town Rezoning, Staff recommends to: 
approve the rezoning of parcels 102036900 and 102038800 from the Local Commercial District 
to the Single-Family Residential District. 
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
